County Commissioners Discussed Various Items During Weekly Meeting

The Greenwood Coun-
ty Commissioners held a
lengthy, but routine, meet-
ing on Monday, Oct. 13,
where they discussed sever-
al items.

During new business,
Greenwood County Fire
Chief Glen Collinge shared
two bids with the commis-
sion as the Greenwood
County Central Division
was looking at purchasing
new gear, with the assis-
tance of the county. The first
bid was from Emergency
Fire Equipment totaling
$13,083.40; with the sec-
ond being from Weis Fire
& Safety Equipment, LLC
for $13,422. Chief Collinge
shared that both bids were
comparable, although for dif-
ferent brands of gloves, boots
jacket and pants, with Cen-
tral Division paying $8,000
of the cost. The commission
approved the bid from the lo-
cal vendor, Emergency Fire
Equipment.

Appraiser Shawna Grifftts
asked for funds for goodies

for the annual Trick/Trunk-
Or-Treat Main Street event,
slated for Thursday, Oct. 30.
The commission approved to
spend $150 on treats for the
annual event.

With a special Zoom pre-
sentation, the commission
heard from the Kansas
Department of Revenue’s
Property Valuation Divi-
sion (PVD) regarding the
county’s summary of sub-
stantial compliance results.
This refers to the annual
assessment by the Kansas
Department of Revenue’s
PVD to ensure that county
appraisers are meeting the
standards for mass apprais-
als. The “substantial com-
pliance” rating is based on
performance measures, pro-
cedural audits, and adher-
ence to statutory mandates.
During the presentation,
it was noted that Green-
wood County was outside of
the substantial compliance
marker, but scored highly
on the procedural side. It
was mentioned that smaller

counties are struggling with
the residential side, as they
have to go back 4-6 years to
get enough data to do the
studies they need to do, with
the goal of hitting the mar-
ket value of the current year.
County Appraiser Griffitts
stated, “I know what the
market is doing currently.”
But further elaborated that
she didn’t want to change
a home from “average” to
“very good” just because the
cost of the sale was higher.
“The numbers will eventual-
ly come up,” she said. It was
also mentioned that chang-
ing the ranking of the home
would also increase valua-
tions in the county.

Discussion also continued
regarding staffing where
Griffitts shared that the de-
partment is currently full
staffed, with the two new-
est employees being close to
their annual mark. She did
note that she would be look-
ing for an employee at the
end of the year as she will be
losing a staff member.

To conclude the meeting,
Greenwood County Com-
missioners held a conversa-
tion regarding the Eureka
Township question that will
appear on the Nov. 4 gen-
eral election ballot, which
gives the residents in Eureka
Township the option to vote
to continue with the township
or transfer duties to the com-
mission (to serve as the town-
ship board). Discussion noted
that the maintenance would
continue; however, residents
in that township would see
an increase in their mil levy
to afford the expenses. Vin-
son said, “I believe it is rea-
sonable to expect that if this
succeeds, there will be more.”
Discussion was also held re-
garding the county/township
populations decreasing.

Road and Bridge Admin-
istrative Assistant Kassie
Lazar shared that the bridge
on River Road was expected
to be open and ready to go on
Thursday of this week. Lazar

While Halloween hijinks
may be ideal fun for plenty of
ghosts and ghouls, companion
animals may not be so enthusi-
astic come October 31. In fact,
Halloween can be a source of
stress and even dangerous
for many pets. Here are some
things pet parents should keep
in mind prior to Halloween.

Pet costumes are popular
and can help owners and their
pets coordinate for Halloween.
Some pets may find costumes
uncomfortable or frightening.
For those with a mind toward
creative costume coordination,
introducing the costume to the
pet slowly and gradually can
help ease the transition. Allow
the pet to sniff the costume
and put treats nearby to indi-
cate 1t is no threat. If the pet
simply will not warm to the

idea of a costume, it’s best not
to force the issue.

Glow sticks are a safe way
for children to enjoy some
spooky fun on Halloween
night and become more visible
when the sun sets. But those
glow sticks may be attractive
to pets and they can bite them,
ingesting the liquid. The AS-
PCA Animal Poison Control
Center says typically pets ex-
perience a mild and self-limit-
ing taste reaction to glow stick
liquid. Wiping off the excess
with a damp cloth to help pre-
vent the pet from licking again
and having another reaction
can help.

One of the biggest Hallow-
een dangers for pets is the ac-
cessibility of candy, especially
chocolate. Chocolate 1s toxic
and particularly dangerous

to dogs. Chocolate with high
amounts of cacao is especially
dangerous. Raisins and gum
with the artificial sweetener
xylitol also are problematic.
Candy wrappers can get stuck
in the intestinal tract and
cause a life-threatening block-
age. Lock candy away so pets
can’t get into it.

Many youngsters will ring
the door bell on Halloween.
Anxious pets, and even those
that normally aren’t nervous
with visitors, may be over-
whelmed. Keep pets in a dark,
calm room away from the door
to reduce anxiety and make it
less likely skittish pets will es-
cape the home and get lost.
