Chairman Steve Mangan 
called the meeting to order 
at 1 p.m.

Aimee Baker presented 
a copy of the grant that 
was turned into the Kansas 
Water office to the board. 
She said she worked with 
Jeff and Christy on Greeley 
County. She was impressed 
with how everything came 
together. Horace is in 
the water projects grant 
and Tribune was in the 
technical assistance (TA) 
grant. The TA grant included 
Tribune, Leoti and Dighton. 
Mangan would like to know 
the purpose of the grant. 
Crockett says it would 
provide funding to look 
at all of our wells, assess 
their conditions, note what 
new equipment is needed, 
make recommendations 
and provide cost estimates. 
The assessment would look 
at the whole water system 
and prioritize what needs 
to be replaced first. Baker 
says ideally, Greeley County 
would get the TA grant this 
year and then apply for a 
water projects grant next 
year.

Baker would like to 
know if the county has 
more grants they would like 
her to look into. Crockett 
would recommend that we 
put together a priority list. 
Mangan agrees. Baker says 
she knows that there are 
some grants coming up that 
need to be done before the 
end of the year.

Overall, the process of 
working on the water grants 
went well. Baker plans to 
attend the second meeting 
in November.

Shanon Schneider 
entered the meeting at 1:04 
p.m.

Clerk Young stepped out 
of the meeting briefly at 1:04 
p.m. and re-entered at 1:08 
p.m.

Aimee Baker left the 
meeting at 1:18 p.m.

Tim Milford entered the 
meeting at 1:18 p.m.

Tim Milford with IdeaTek 
addressed the Supervisors. 

He offered an apology for 
their salespeople going 
door-to-door. Milford and 
Schneider discussed the 
pricing options that were 
originally presented to the 
board. Milford confirmed 
that if the county makes 
the change to IdeaTek, 
they will definitely be able 
to keep the current phone 
numbers. Schneider says 
that there are a few emails 
with FairPoint that will need 
to go away. They would have 
to put a forward message 
onto those as necessary. 
They will plan to return at 
the next meeting.

Schneider left the meeting 
at 1:39 p.m.

Darren Booth entered 
the meeting at 1:39 p.m.

Joyce Huddleston 
entered the meeting at 1:42 
p.m.

Joyce Huddleston passed 
out a settlement sheet to 
the supervisors regarding 
the sale of county land to 
Cori Woelk. Papers were 
signed by the chairman of 
the board. The check will 
be deposited to UGC MSD, 
Water Works Reserve fund.

Joyce Huddleston left the 
meeting at 1:48 p.m.

Darren Booth with Theel 
Insurance and Financial 
Services (Freedom Claims) 
attended to present a six-
month review. 

David Booth left the 
meeting at 2:14 p.m. 

Mangan made a motion 
to go into executive 
session for a period of 
twenty minutes to discuss 
non-elected personnel 
at 2:22 p.m. with Unified 
Administrator Crockett and 
Clerk Young. Seconded by 
Shafer.  Motion carried 3-0.

Young left the executive 
session at 2:25 p.m.

Meeting resumed at 2:45 
p.m., with no action taken.

Shafer made a motion to 
approve the bills, General 
Services District in the 
amount of $174,418.94 and 
Municipal Services District 
in the amount of $91,245.13. 
Seconded by Waggoner. 
Motion carried, 3-0.

Mangan made a motion 
to approve the minutes 
for September 22, 2025. 
Seconded by Waggoner. 
Motion carried, 3-0.

The purchasing policy 
should stay on the agenda 
for next meeting.

Mangan made a motion 
to approve the clerk and 
sheriff fee reports. Seconded 
by Waggoner. Motion 
carried 3-0.

Utility Administrator 
Elliott presented the board 
with the Airport Excellence 
Award (Tribune Municipal 
Airport) that she received 
from the Kansas Association 
of Airports meeting she 
attended. Mangan thanked 
Stephanie for her work with 
the airport grant. It was very 
needed for our community.

Mangan made a motion 
to approve Lochner to move 
forward with the airport 
layout plan. Seconded by 
Shafer. Motion carried 3-0.

Shafer made a motion 
to approve the Kansas 
Matching Grant agreement, 
to be signed by the board 
chair. Seconded by 
Waggoner. Motion carried 
3-0.

Elliott brought a building 
permit to the board.

Waggoner made a 
motion to approve the 
building permit for Marcela 
Vazquez, 512 W. Harper. 
Seconded by Shafer. Motion 
carried 3-0.

Crockett brought a 
request to the board to bring 
someone in to do a training 
in order for some of our 
employees to get their CDL. 
This is instruction only. They 
will still need to take the 
CDL test.

Waggoner made a 
motion to hire Tri State CDL 
Solutions to provide CDL 
instruction for three of our 
employees. Seconded by 
Shafer. Motion carried 3-0.

Crockett stated that the 
F150 that the city employees 
use had metal shavings in 
the oil. It died about three 
weeks ago. He presented 
the board with some vehicle 
possibilities, new and used.

Mangan would like to 
know what it would cost 
to replace the motor in the 
pickup before proceeding 
with a new pickup.

Crockett asked the board 
to attend a Public Health 
Meeting this Wednesday 
in Garden City. KDHE is 
pushing small health clinics 
like ours towards more 
regionalization. There is no 
cost to attend the meeting. 
He would like to attend with 
Lisa Moritz so they can get 
ahead of what is coming 
ahead.

Mangan made a motion 
to approve the travel 
request for Jeff Crockett and 
Lisa Moritz to attend the 
Public Health Meeting this 
Wednesday in Garden City. 
Seconded by Waggoner. 
Motion carried 3-0.

Crockett spoke about the 
water summit meeting that 
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he attended.

Crockett gave an update 
on progress regarding AT&T 
versus Verizon. Pedrotti 
sat down with AT&T about 
transferring over but what 
they learned is that in order 
to go to AT&T, we will have 
to change all of our modems. 
That is nine modems that 
would need replaced. This 
amount is on top of previous 
quote from before. Mangan 
has heard that Verizon will 
be putting up an antenna 
sometime in October. We 
would like to wait and see if 
that helps the situation.

Waggoner asked if 
anything has come about 
with Crockett’s office 
location. The location 
of offices is still under 
discussion. The decision 
needs to be made about 
whether to move offices or 
not.

Waggoner complimented 
the library for the wonderful 
job they did on the lot south 
of their building. 

Shafer moved to adjourn 
the meeting at 3:33 p.m. 
Seconded by Waggoner. 
Motion carried 3-0.

How big is National FFA 

Convention? 
If you think it is less than 

70,000, you’re wrong.  
The National Convention 

had almost 73,000 people, 
with people from all 50 
states, Puerto Rico, Virgin 
Islands, and other US 
territories. There is an expo 
with hundreds of vendors, 
giving FFA members the 
opportunity to network with 
huge brands like Case, John 
Deere, Ford, the US Army, 
and many other prevalent 
brands. In the expo, at least 
20,000 people are in an area 
of roughly 5-8 football fields. 
The sessions fill up half an 
NFL stadium, with over 
30,000 people fitting into 
Lucas Oil Stadium during 
both opening sessions. 

What were the humble 
beginnings of this event? 

The first National 
Convention was held in 
Kansas City, Missouri in 
1928, with 33 delegates 
from 18 states present. Even 
from early on, FFA was a 

student-led organization. 
The first National President 
was Leslie Applegate from 
New Jersey. After World 
War II, FFA dedicated one 
of their sessions as a Victory 
Session to celebrate the 
over quarter of a million 
servicemen who served 
and were also involved 
in FFA. Approximately 
12,500 people attended 
this session, a huge step 
from only 20 years before 
when less than a thousand 
attended the first session. 

In 1947, the FFA added 
a National Band to perform 
during the convention. Just 
one year later, the National 
Chorus and Talent were 
added, with over 10,000 
people attending the 
convention, so many that 
cots had to be added to the 
basement of the convention 
center to ensure every 
attendee had a bed to sleep 
in. 

In 1953, Eisenhower 
became the first president 
to ever speak at the 
Convention as well as 

receive an Honorary 
American Degree. In 1966, 
the first expo was held at the 
convention. There was not 
as much national attention 
directed towards National 
Convention until 1987, 
when the FFA Convention 
was televised for the first 
time. The convention 
moved from Kansas City 
to Louisville in 1999, with 
over 47,000 people. In 2003, 
RFD-TV first showed the 
National Convention, which 
is still there today. In 2006, 
the convention was hosted 
in Indianapolis with almost 
55,000 people in attendance, 
but it was not permanent 
yet. The convention then 
rotated from Louisville and 
Indianapolis until 2016, 
when it permanently moved 
to Indianapolis.

Today, the convention 
has over 70,000 attendees 
and continues to grow. Two 
opening sessions are held in 
order for every attendee to 
take part.
