For presentations, City Admin-
istrator Jeff Porter gave a review
of the Debt Service Consider-
ations for the 2016 budget. He
outlined the seven outstanding is-
suance of debt via a slide pre-
sentation.

Regarding precipitation, our area
is ahead for the year, but still
behind for the three-year cycle.
Porter explained that with this
much precipitation, water sales
may go down. Porter proceeded
to inform the Council about the
sewer funds through a slide pre-
sentation.

For the next presentation,
Councilman Farrar and Robert
Conaway spoke on behalf of the
Water Emergency Committee.
Councilman Farrar refreshed
the Council about their work
acidizing wells 14 and 15. He did
not provide extensive informa-
tion because they had just be-
gun work that morning. Robert
Conaway continued updating the
Council about the city well wa-
ter levels.

Application to Expand an Industrial Landfill

The Kansas Department of Health and Environment (KDHE)
has received an application to expand the Gold Bond Building Prod-
ucts, LLC industrial landfill. The permit modification will increase
that landfill’s permitted disposal area from 15.01 acres to 33.75
acres. The expansion’s effect will be to increase the site’s disposal
capacity from about 775,408 cubic yards to about 1,290,606 cubic
yards. The proposed landfill expansion would be constructed and
operated in conformance with state solid waste regulations and
accept only industrial waste as defined by Kansas Statutes and
generated by Gold Bond Building Products, LLC. The proposed
landfill expansion site is located at 20672 NW White Sands, Sun
City, KS.

The Barber County Commissioners have certified that the land-
fill is consistent with the county’s solid waste management plan and
local land use restrictions or zoning. KDHE has reviewed the appli-
cation and found it to be in conformance with the state solid waste
statutes and regulations.

KDHE is today providing public notice of the intent to approve
the proposed landfill expansion. However, a final decision to ap-
prove the expansion has not been made, and KDHE will consider
information gathered during the public comment period before mak-
ing a final decision. A copy of the administrative record which in-
cludes the permit application, engineering drawings, draft permit,
and other information with respect to this permit action will be avail-
able for public review from May 1, 2025 through June 1, 2025 dur-
ing normal business hours at the following locations:

Anyone wishing to comment on the
landfill’s permit modification should submit written statements post-
marked no later than June 1, 2025 to Joseph Hacker at 1000 SW
Jackson, Suite 320 Topeka KS 66612, by fax at (785) 559-4253, or
by e-mail to joseph.hacker@ks.gov. Mailed comments postmarked
prior to June 1, 2025 and received within one week thereafter will
also be considered.

After consideration of all written comments received during the
public notice period, KDHE will make a final decision on whether
to issue the permit. Notice of the decision will be given to the appli-
cant, anyone who submitted written comments during the comment
period, and those who requested notice of the final permit decision.
