   For Saturday, the 
even-numbered classifica-
tions (6A, 4A, 2A) will play 
bracket play in the morn-
ing during even-numbered 
years; odd-numbered clas-
sifications (5A, 3A, 1A Div 
I) will play bracket play 
in the morning during 
odd-numbered years. 1A 

Div II will keep its current 
schedule/ format.
   Football added a clarifi-
cation for classifications 
for six-man and eight-
man football, too. For 
eight-man district football 
participation, assignments 
will be limited to those 
schools with a maximum 
enrollment of 110 stu-
dents in grades 9, 10, and 
11. For six-man district 

football participation, as-
signments will be limited 
to those schools with a 
maximum enrollment of 
65 students in grades 9, 

10, and 11. These changes 
go into effect with the 
next districting cycle.
